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This fact sheet is the first in a series of reports that respond to your
requests that we review the Export Enhancement Program (EEP), which
is managed and administered by the U.S. Department of Agriculture's
Foreign Agricultural Service (Fas). The fact sheet and its appendices
provide some general information on how the program operates and the
nature and extent of the program from its inception in May 1985
through February 1989. This fact sheet includes data on the sales value
of commodities sold and delivered under the program, benefits to U.S.
exporters in the form of bonuses associated with these sales, countries
importing commodities under the program, and exporters participating
in the program.

The Export Enhancement Program was established by the Secretary of
Agriculture in reaction to continuing decreases in U.S. agricultural
exports. Under the program, government-owned surplus agricultural
commodities were to be made available as bonuses to U.S. exporters to
enable them to lower the prices of U.S. agricultural commodities and
make them competitive with subsidized foreign agricultural exports.
particularly those subsidized by the European Community. According to
guidelines established by the cabinet-level Economic Policy Council.
sales were to be targeted at specific market opportunities where U.S.
agricultural exports could be increased above those that would have
occurred without the program.

The Food Security Act of 1985, enacted in December 1985, codified the
Export Enhancement Program as a 3-year export subsidy program pro-
viding $2 billion worth of surplus agricultural commodities as bonuses.
The Food Security Improvements Act of 1986 limited the overall amount
of bonuses to be awarded during the 3-year period to not less than

$1 billion nor more than $1.5 billion. In July 1987, the Department of
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Agriculture announced that the program would continue under the pro-
visions of the Commodity Credit Corporation Charter Act of 1948 once
the $1.5 billion of authorized commodities had been exhausted. The
Omnibus Trade and Competitiveness Act of 1988 authorized the contin-
uation of the program and an additional $1 billion in commodities
through fiscal year 1992, thus raising the ceiling to $2.5 billion. This
level was reached in late fiscal year 1989. Through the Omnibus Budget
Reconciliation Act of 1989, Congress has limited the amount of commod-
ities available during fiscal year 1990 to $566 million.

How the Program Works

FAS receives and reviews proposals for countries and commodities to tar-
get under the program from members of the U.S. agricultural commu-
nity, Department of Agriculture program experts, and U.S. and foreign
government officials. FAS then forwards the proposals with comments
and recommendations to Agriculture’s Under Secretary for International
Affairs and Commodity Programs. If approved by the Under Secretary.,
a proposal goes to the Trade Policy Review Group for final review and
approval. This interagency review group, chaired by a Deputy U.S.
Trade Representative, includes representatives from the Departments of
Agriculture, State, Commerce, Labor, Treasury, and Transportation: the
Office of Management and Budget; the National Security Council: the
Council of Economic Advisors; and other agencies with an interest in the
proposal.

An approved proposal is then announced as an initiative, detailing the
targeted country, the commodity, and the quantity (e.g., 100.000 metric
tons) approved for sale. After the initial quantity is awarded. additional
quantities can be approved and announced under a revised initiative.

Setting Minimum Price and
Maximum Bonus Levels

FAS sets minimum prices and maximum bonuses for commodities soid
under the program. Price and bonus amounts are calculated separately
for each destination, type of commodity (e.g., hard red winter wheat,
soft winter wheat, durum wheat), and time of shipment.

Based on information collected from overseas contacts (e.g.. agricuirural
attaches, private contractors, trade contacts) and daily and weeklv mar-
ket intelligence reports, FAS sets a minimum acceptable price that i~ com-
petitive with the delivered price of the subsidizing supplier. Fa~ then
estimates the U.S. domestic price plus freight and special handling to the
same destination. The difference between the U.S.” and the comp«titor’s
delivered prices becomes the maximum acceptable bonus.
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With few exceptions, bonus payments are made to exporters in negotia-
ble “‘generic”’ commodity certificates with specified expiration dates and
dollar amounts. The Department of Agriculture’s Agricultural Stabiliza-
tion and Conservation Service issues the commodity certificates and
maintains documentation on contract fulfillment. The exporter may sell
these certificates or redeem them for commodities offered by the
Department.

The Bidding Process

Nature and Extent of
the Program

After FAS announces an initiative, U.S. exporters compete for sales
through an Fas-administered bidding process. U.S. exporters negotiate a
sales price with an importer, determine the necessary bonus, and submit
this information to FAS as a bid. For FAS to accept the bid, it must fall
within established minimum price and maximum bonus levels. The mini-
mum price and maximum bonus levels are not publicly announced, pri-
marily to maintain the integrity of the bidding process and to promote
competition.

Upon receiving a U.S. exporter’s bid, Fas first compares the price to its
minimum acceptable price. If the exporter’s price is lower, the bid is
rejected. If the exporter’s price is higher, FAS then compares the bonus
amount to its maximum acceptable bonus. If the exporter’s bonus is
higher, the bid is rejected. If the exporter’s bonus is lower, the bid is
acceptable. FAS compares the bonus amounts of all acceptable bids
received and awards the contracts in ascending order of bonus bids until
the approved quantity is filled.

As of October 26, 1989, over $2.6 billion worth of surplus U.S. agricul-
tural commodities had been made available as bonuses to eligible U.S.
exporters. FAS had announced 105 initiatives (country/commodity pair-
ings) targeting 65 countries and 12 commodities. In addition, 144 addi-
tional quantity allocations were approved and announced under these
initiatives through September 29, 1989. Table 1 shows by fiscal year the
number of initiatives approved and subsequent allocations made. The
targeted countries and commodities are listed in appendix 1.

The following analysis of program activity is based on appendices III
through X, which we constructed from an Fas database containing con-
tract and payment information. The appendices reflect quantities actu-
ally delivered and bonuses paid under the program through

February 28, 1989.

The primary commodity sold under the program has been wheut. which
accounted for $5.5 billion of the $6.8 billion in total sales value ot com-
modities delivered as of February 28, 1989. Barley represented another
$463 million in sales. The other commodities sold under the program
were wheat flour, barley malt, dairy cattle, table eggs, frozen poultry,
mixed poultry feed, rice, semolina, sorghum, and vegetable oils. The dis-
tribution of sales by commodity is shown in figure 1 and details on these
sales are shown in appendix III.

As of February 28, 1989, five countries—the Soviet Union, China.
Algeria, Egypt, and Morocco—had bought approximately 1.4 billion
bushels of wheat under the program, about 74 percent of the 1.9 billion
bushels sold. Figure 2 shows the distribution of the quantity sold by
country. Appendix IV provides more detail on program activity by coun-
try and commodity.

In the first year of the program (May through September 1985), four
countries were targeted for sales under the program—Algeria, Egypt,
Morocco, and Yemen. Over the next 4 fiscal years, the number of
targeted countries grew to 65. (See figure 3.) No additional countries
have been targeted since May 1988.

As of February 28, 1989, exporters had received bonuses totaling

$2.3 billion worth of agricultural commodities under the program. Total
sales were valued at $6.8 billion. Table 2 shows by fiscal year the
number of commodities sold, the value of sales, and the total bonuses.
Appendix V provides more detail on program activity by fiscal year.

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Of the $2.3 billion in bonuses, about $1.6 billion facilitated wheat sales.
Approximately $233 million supported sales of barley, $176 million sup-
ported sales of wheat flour, and the remaining $278 million supported
sales of the other nine commodities. (See figure 4.) Appendix VI pro-
vides more detailed information on each commodity by fiscal year.

In fiscal year 1985, wheat and wheat flour were the only agricultural
commodities exported under the program, and exporter bonuses totaled
over $22.8 million. As the program grew to include 12 commodities.
wheat still accounted for the majority of the bonuses. (See figure 5.)

Bonuses have facilitated agricultural commodity sales in 65 countries.
As of February 28, 1989, $1.7 billion, or 74 percent of the bonuses. sup-
ported sales to seven countries—the Soviet Union, China, Egypt. Alge-
ria, Saudi Arabia, Morocco and Iraq. Figure 6 shows this distribution
and appendix VII provides more detailed information.

The amount of bonus needed to make U.S. agricultural exports competi-
tive has varied by commodity over time, For wheat, the average bonus
as a percent of average sales price has ranged from a high of 47 percent
in fiscal year 1987 to a low of 13 percent in fiscal year 1989 (as of
February 28, 1989). Further, our analysis shows that for eight commaodi-
ties, the average bonus was greater than 50 percent of the average sales
price in at least one fiscal year. In some fiscal years the average bonus
actually exceeded the average sales price. For example, the average
bonus value for dairy cattle exceeded the average sales price by 146
percent in fiscal year 1986 and by 121 percent in fiscal year 1987,
Appendix VIII compares the average bonus with the average sales price
for each commodity by fiscal year.

Through February 28, 1989, 71 exporters had sold and delivered com-
modities under the program. Based on Fas exporter qualification files,
64 exporters were categorized as “U.S. corporations.” Many of these
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firms are foreign-owned entities, but have been incorporated for busi-
ness in the United States, some for as many as 30 years. For example.
Kanematsu-Gosho (USA), Inc., a wholly owned subsidiary of
Kanematsu-Gosho Ltd., Tokyo, has been incorporated in the state of
New York since February 26, 1951. The other 7 exporters were 4 indi-
vidual proprietors, 1 partnership, and 2 foreign entities.

Four exporters—Cargill, Continental Grain, Louis Dreyfus, and
Artfer—each received over $100 million in bonuses, with Cargill and
Continental receiving over $400 million each. Another five exporters—
Peavey Company, Richco Grain, Pillsbury, Bunge, and Garnac Grain—
each received over $50 million in bonuses. Figure 7 shows the distribu-
tion of bonus awards by exporter. Appendices IX and X provide more
detailed information on each exporter, including the firm’s ranking by
total bonuses received, and quantity of each commodity exported
through February 28, 1989.

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In developing this fact sheet, our objectives were to provide some gen-
eral information on how the Export Enhancement Program works and to
provide details on the nature and extent of program activity from its
inception in May 1985. In early April 1989, we obtained access to an Fas
database containing contract and payment information and used it to
construct the appendices contained in this fact sheet. We included quan-
tities actually delivered and bonuses paid under the program through
February 28, 1989.

These figures differ slightly from Fas-reported quantities and bonus
awards. FAS reports the entire quantity to be exported and the associ-
ated bonus value at the time the sale is approved, while our data reflect
actual deliveries and bonuses paid. These amounts are reflected in the
fiscal year in which the sales contracts were approved, rather than the
fiscal year(s) deliveries actually occurred.

To determine the accuracy of the FAs database, we compared its data
elements to contract and payment information contained in files main-
tained by the Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service and
FAS headquarters. For those countries that had been awarded 30 or
fewer sales contracts for a particular commodity, we verified 100 per-
cent of those contracts. For those countries with more than 30 contracts
for a particular commodity, we took a random sample of those
contracts.

Overall, we found the database to be reliable. In those cases where we
identified keypunch errors, FAS corrected the database. We also identi-
fied instances where exporters may have received bonus payments in
excess of approved amounts. We are bringing these cases to the atten-
tion of the FAS Administrator in a separate report so that he can act to
recoup any overpayments from the exporters.

Our work was performed in accordance with generally accepted govern-
ment auditing standards. We did not obtain agency comments on this
fact sheet, but we discussed its contents with officials from Fas and the
Agricultural Stabilization and Conservation Service, and their comments
have been considered and changes made as appropriate.

Unless you publicly announce its contents, we plan no further distribu-
tion of this fact sheet until 7 days from its issue date. At that time as
agreed with your offices, we will distribute this fact sheet to other con-
gressional offices and will make it available to additional interested par-
ties upon request.
